Salda Lake is a pole of attraction for many visitors every year. It is famous for having 
the cleanest waters, which are rich in minerals. Therefore, many people swim into 
the lake in order to revitalize their skin. Salda Lake is particularly popular for another 
reason.

means 'cotton castle' in Turkish languages because of their appearance. Pamukkale 
is known as one of the oldest thermal cities in the world. Pamukkale's thermal 
waters have been always attracted its visitors with its beauty and health 
purposes for centuries. The thermal water of Pamukkale heals illnesses like heart 
diseases, rheumatism, digestion, respiration, circulation, and skin diseases. 
The area is on the list of UNESCO heritage. Pamukkale is visited by millions of tourists 
from all over the world every year.
