The garden is a short distance from the Oura Church and can be accessed easily by public
transport or by walking through the scenic hills of Nagasaki.

Francis Xavier, the famous Catholic missionary who introduced Christianity to Japan in the
16th century.and Mass Drive to Hiroshima. After visiting St. Frances Xavier Memorial Church
in Yamaguchi, you will continue your journey towards Hiroshima, which is about a 2-3 hour
drive away.
