DAY 02 Sept 23 (Tuesday): ROME
On arrival in Rome we clear all formalities and proceed to board our Coach to the Hotel. This evening enjoy a delicious
Dinner, overnight at Hotel in Rome. 

DAY 03 Sept 24 (Wednesday) : ROME- VATICAN CHURCH - GUIDED PANORAMIC CITY TOUR OF ROME

tour of a lifetime! We travel to Vatican City, the smallest nation in the World. The most famous square of Vatican City is
St..

Paul’s outside the
Walls. Tribute is paid to the brave Gladiators of Rome, as you pass the mighty Colosseum. Pass the ruins of the Roman
Forum and end at the famous Trevi Fountain. Legend has it, that if you make a wish and toss a coin over your left
shoulder into the fountain, you are sure to return to Rome!  After a delicious dinner, overnight in your Hotel in Rome.

DAY 04 Sept 25 (Thursday): ROME – ASSISI   Today after breakfast we will board our coach and drive towards the
quaint town of Assisi On arrival at Assisi we will explore the quaint hilltop town and walk the narrow winding streets with
its story book stores and shops. We visit the St. Mary Major Parish, also known as the Shrine of the Renunciation in
Assisi, to see the remains of St. Carlo Acutis, the first Millennial Saint.  Towering above the town is the Basilica that still
retains something of the atmosphere of the early 1200’s. Take in the view of the country side from the top of the huge 13th
century Basilica which also has many of St.. Francis’ possessions and a series of frescoes depicting his life.  Overnight in
Assisi.

DAY 05 Sept 26 (Friday):ASSISI - PISA -VENICE  After Breakfast  we leave Assisi and proceed to Pisa, the hometown
Galileo and a city which makes the most of its claim to fame its Leaning Tower! (One of the Seven Wonders of the World)
It has leaned almost since construction first started, due to the swampy soil beneath it, at a photo stop here. Note its
striking beauty along with its characteristic tilt. It is the Duomos (Cathedral). Bell Tower. Together with the Baptistery
these are all a part of the Field of Miracles. Then we proceed to Padua to visit the Basilica of St Anthony of Padua.
Overnight in Mestre

DAY 06 Sept 27 (Saturday): VENICE - ST. MARK’S SQUARE MURANO GLASS FACTORY   After breakfast, we
embark on a  trip to magnificent Venice.

Bernadette joined the sisters of Charity of Nevers where she took care of sick and poor people. A poor young girl,
chosen among all by the Virgin Mary, she will make her poverty a real wealth: "Jesus alone for Riches" (Sister
Bernadette). Evening enjoys delicious dinner at a restaurant.
After dinner we proceed to our hotel. Overnight in Nevers.

DAY 14 Oct 5 (Sunday): NEVERS - PARIS After breakfast we proceed to Paris where we will visit the Notre Dame
and the Sacre Coeur. Over night in Paris.

DAY 15 Oct 6 (Monday) : PARIS * CITY TOUR OF PARIS * VISIT THE EIFFEL TOWER  After breakfast, enjoy
a guided panoramic city tour of famous monuments like the Louvre, Garnier’s Opera the largest opera theatre in the
world, the Place de la Concorde the site of the infamous guillotine, the Champs Elysees one 
of the most fashionable streets in the world, the Napoleonic Arc de Triomphe and the Palace des lnvalides, which is
the final resting place or the Emperor Napoleon Bonaparte.
