Seeing this, the priest fell to his knees and began to pray, and
the pilgrims began to come to the temple. After  Lunch, we will drive  269 km to FCO. We will take the flight from Rome
to Lisbon at 6:45 PM reaching at 8:40 PM. After reaching Lisbon, we drive 121km to Fatima, the excitement mounts as
we draw closer to Our Mother. Overnight in Fatima.

DAY 07 OCT 12:   FATIMA
After breakfast, the atmosphere of intense spirituality and the importance of Fatima have been attested to by the visits of
two Popes: Paul VI and Jon Paul II. Proceed on a tour of the Square (the largest square in Christendom) including the
sites of the Apparitions, Rosary Basilica with the tombs of the visionaries the Blessed Sacrament Chapel and other main
sites. Later follow the beautiful Way of the Cross along the Via Sacra (The Sacred Way) culminating in the chapel of
Calvary, which overlooks all of Fatima.  The rest of the day is free for you to visit the holy places on your own. Dinner
and overnight in Hotel.

DAY 8 OCT 13:   FATIMA 
Today is the Feast of Our Lady of Fatima. This morning after breakfast, we visit the village and home of the three
children Jacinta, Lucia and Francisco.
