DAY 03: VIENNA, AUSTRIA (BLD) After breakfast, we'll take a guided tour with a local
expert through Vienna, the city that was once the heart of the powerful Habsburg
Empire. We'll appreciate the Hofburg Palace, the former winter residence of the
Habsburg dynasty; the imposing State Opera House and Ring Strasse, a beautiful,
sweeping boulevard built in the 19th century to replace the city walls; and the colorful
and ornate roof of St. Stephen's Cathedral, one of the city's most beloved icons. We'll
visit the Baroque Schönbrunn Palace and its tranquil gardens. Overnight in Vienna.

DAY 02: VIENNA, AUSTRIA (BLD) After completing the immigration we drive to the hotel in
Austria, home to us for next few days.

DAY 07: ENGELBERG, SWITZERLAND(BLD) After Breakfast we proceed to Engelberg from here you
will take an exhilarating cable car ride up to MOUNT TITUS. Ride the world’s highest revolving cable
car to the summit (10,623 feet above sea level) enjoying the panoramic view of the Alps. Make a
snowman, have a snow ball fight, go for a ride on the heart stopping Ice Flyer across the glaciers
or ride a sled down the icy slopes, the memories will live forever.
